Marking his milestone “golden birthday” (27 on the 27th), Aaron shared a joyful photoshoot
with a bold balloon display reading “Disabled AF”, perfectly showing his positive approach to
life.

“I’ve officially lived to see 24 more birthdays than I was expected to see!” Aaron shared,
adding, “If I had to sum up today in one word, it would be thankful.” He expressed gratitude for
his family, friends, business team, and even his trusty wheelchair—joking that it “kind of carries
this whole operation.” He continued, “Now, I’m off to celebrate with one of my favorite foods,
lobster bisque soup. And if you happen to spot a margarita on my wheelchair tray... no you didn’t.”

Beyond his impressive enthusiasm, Aaron is also an entrepreneur( &MV %) making a
difference. He founded Zipped Brands, a company that changes stylish name-brand shoes by
adding zippers, making them easier to wear for people of all abilities. “Because of my disability
and bent toes, wearing shoes—especially ones I loved—was nearly impossible,” Aaron shared. “I
accepted that stylish shoes weren’t meant for me.”

Then came a breakthrough: What if I could add zippers to my favorite shoe brands? That
simple yet powerful idea led to a business, ensuring that everyone, regardless of ability, has access
to fashionable footwear.

The continued growth of Ne Zha 2’s box office will spark stronger interest in Sichuan
province, the birthplace of the film series, creating new development opportunities for its culture
and tourism sectors, said Chen Guanghao, a deputy to the 14th National People’s Congress, during
the ongoing two sessions in Beijing.

Chen, who is also the director of the Sichuan Provincial Department of Culture and Tourism,
said, “The movie absorbs well-known Sichuan elements such as the Sanxingdui Site, giant pandas,
Sichuan cuisine and Sichuan Opera.” He added that the movie also draws inspiration from over
20 historical Chinese artifacts( L. Z ). “However, the success of the film mainly comes from the
portrayal(i£%) of the character of Ne Zha as a young hero struggling to change his destiny(
i), which has gained widespread recognition among the audience,” he said.

Chen emphasized that the film’s popularity will bring more tourism opportunities to the
province, which has scenic spots like the ancient Shu roads, Jiuzhai valley and Daocheng Yading.
“Sichuan plans to develop new travel products for visitors to explore Sichuan linked to the movie
and music, which will help boost consumption,” he said.

Additionally, Sichuan will further strengthen the protection and application of its cultural
heritage and speed up the development of its digital cultural industry. Chen stressed that the
success of the Ne Zha series is closely tied to the province’s favorable environment for film and
animation(z/]if]) production.

Over the past three years, Sichuan has provided 210 million yuan in support for 18 film
projects, and the number of film production enterprises in the province has increased from 123 in
2020 to 923 in 2024, significantly improving the industrialization and commercialization level of
the film creation sector, according to Chen.

Looking ahead, Sichuan aims to extend its digital cultural industry chain and encourage
innovation vitality(7% /J) within the digital economy.
